This list should only contain students & reps that are competing in or supervising for that Session as it is for 

fire evacuation purposes. No group will be permitted to enter without this list. 

Student Reps or Ex-Student reps Limit two per Session. 

• Teachers/Staff 

Teachers / Staff will use the magnet board supplied by the Eisteddfod to indicate if they are in or out of 

the back of house area please send a list of your teacher’s names or you may bring your own magnets with 

your teacher’s names on them if you like. 

HOW WE KNOW WHO SHOULD BE IN THE BUILDING

You need to issue your teachers & reps with their own pass “Not shared” this should include their Name & 

Position. 

Please remember space is limited in the dressing rooms. Don’t give every parent a pass!
