TICKET SALES/DOOR (Suits all volunteers including responsible Students 17yrs

MICROPHONE (Suits all volunteers including responsible Students

This Job is for a Clear confident speaker.         

You will be announcing the Sections, Sponsors & Place getters Names plus any other 
announcements. 

  

You will not be required to come onto the stage. There will be a table 
side stage. 

    

            

BACK STAGE MANAGER ( Suitable for Adult volunteers with knowledge of 
Eisteddfod rules) 

  

Must stay backstage, is responsible for all movement on & off Stage and the upholding of the 
rules. E.G. Props 

 



            

BACK STAGE HELPER (Suits all volunteers including responsible 
Students ) 

   

Help the backstage manager in general & with lining up younger competitor &

OFFICIAL TABLE COMMITTEE ( This position is for Committee 
members only ) 

    

Recording competitors scores in the red book & handing out Prize Money & 
Certificates ,

MUSIC/REPORTS RUNNER (Suits all volunteers including 
responsible Students ) 

  

Needs to take the reports ( in sealed envelope ) from the pencilor to the 
official table 

   

Run music upstairs to the Music Desk         

            

IMPRO ROOM  (Best suited to adult 
volunteers) 

     

Make sure all competitors are marked off and in lock down before the Item starts as directed by the 
Session Co-Ordinator. 

Release competitors as per instructions over the head set.       

Check competitors for any breaches of Rule 31 and refer any problems to the Session 
Co-Ordinator. 

  

31. Costume Guidelines for Improvisations: 

Regulation or exam attire must be worn, maximum 2 plain colours. NO PATTERNS OR FLORAL 
ALLOWED.  Short skirt optional. (Knee length or above)  Tight shorts or jazz pants permitted for jazz 
impro. 

Matching scrunchie, ribbon or plain adornment may be worn in hair. No sequined scrunchies 
allowed .Earrings: Plain Studs or Sleepers only. No diamonte earrings. No glitter makeup or glitter 
eyelashes.
